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NEMAH awarded $300,000 for Home Buyers Rehabilitation

OSCODA—Northeast Michigan Affordable Housing, Inc. (NEMAH) today announced the availability of funding to assist 15 mortgage ready households to rehabilitate portions of their homes after purchase in Charter Township of Oscoda and Au Sable Township in Iosco County.  NEMAH has been awarded $300,000 from the Michigan State Housing Development Authority (MSHDA) to help the mortgage ready homebuyers with moderate home rehabilitation after purchase by the applicant.  

“We are very pleased to announce the availability of these funds,” said Al West, NEMAH chief executive officer. “With these funds, eligible families or individual homebuyers can access dollars to rehab the house they are buying and preserve their cash for other home costs.  Dollars are secured by lien with generous terms (0% and no payments for 50 years).  We can begin taking applications immediately.  Our targeted area is located in AuSable and Charter Township of Oscoda, near the City of Oscoda and surrounds the former Wurtsmith Air Force Base. ” 

The maximum rehabilitation will not exceed $30,000, the combined total of rehabilitation construction and Lead-Based Paint remediation. Rehabilitation of each unit will meet or exceed US Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Housing Quality Standards.

Working to bring federal and state programs to rural counties in northeast Michigan is a high priority for NEMAH.  Mr. West has been working in this field for almost 10 years locally and 17 years total.  NEMAH founded in 1999 has been developing homeownership opportunities and homeowner rehabilitation opportunities for some time. This new program offers something a little different, but still related to keeping housing costs affordable.  

NEMAH's service area includes the counties of: Arenac, Alcona, Alpena, Cheboygan, Crawford, Iosco, Montmorency, Ogemaw, Oscoda, Otsego and Presque Isle.
