CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS:
1. Contractor will provide all materials, equipment and labor necessary to perform the work stated in the specifications.  All material and workmanship must meet minimum standards as set forth in the 2006 Michigan Residential Code 2006 Michigan Rehabilitation Code 2008 National Electrical Code and NEMAH's Materials and Methods Manual.  All materials used are to be new materials unless otherwise stipulated in the specifications.  NOTE: Specifications are drafted from a non-destructive visual inspection made in accordance with HUD Section 8 Existing Housing Standards and in reference to the Michigan Energy Code and other related codes used by NEMAH.  

2. Contractor will be responsible for obtaining any required work permits prior to work beginning and arrange for subsequent permit inspections through the County Building Department and, when applicable, local District Health Department.

3. Contractor will conform to all applicable state and local codes and ordinances whether or not specifically stated in the specifications.

4. Contractor will furnish evidence of Comprehensive Public Liability Insurance ($300,000) protecting the Homeowner in the event of bodily injury, including death, and ($50,000) in the event of property damage arising out of the work performed by the Contractor or any Sub-Contractor.  Contractor will furnish evidence of Workmen's Compensation insurance and any other coverage required by Michigan Statutes.  Statement of Sole Proprietorship will be required from Contractors operating as such.

5. Contractor must meet all State of Michigan licensing requirements as well as any additional licensing requirements of the county or municipality in which the work is to be performed.  Contractor will submit the names of all Sub-Contractors performing work on this project to NEMAH (the administrator) for clearance on the Contractor's Bid Proposal Sheet.

6. Contractor must sign the contractual agreement with the Homeowner as prepared and approved by NEMAH.  Contractor will be required to begin work within thirty (30) days from receipt of the "Proceed to Work Order" or show just cause for not beginning work.

7. Contractor shall disqualify his bid by specifying material not otherwise specified in the bid specifications.  Contractor must bid each numbered item and show a lump sum bid of all items.  Sewer, water or electrical connection charges must be included in bid.  Size, quantities and measurements indicated are close approximations.  Contractor is responsible for determining all needs to complete the repair work as identified in the specifications.  Unless otherwise specified in the contract, each Contractor is responsible for all-cutting, patching, finishing, painting and staining incidental to accomplishing the work. Any work that you do which is not on the bid forms or you do at the owner’s request will not be funded by NEMAH.  NEMAH CHANGE ORDER forms must be resubmitted at all times and additional comments are to be written on the last page of any form; attachments are to be attached behind NEMAH bid forms.  Bids are good for 90 days.

8. If the Contractor is unable to complete his work due to conditions within his control, the Contractor will pay for additional inspection plus twice the amount of the item not completed will be withheld from the balance until final inspection and final payment to other contractor.

9. Each Contractor will be responsible for all landscaping that is damaged during work performed.  If landscaping is found damaged on final inspection.  All remaining monies will be withheld until the damage is repaired to original condition.  Contractor is to remove debris resulting from the work and broom sweep on a daily basis.

10. Contractor must have written authorization of the Homeowner to inspect the premises.

11. Bids must be received at any NEMAH office no later than 11:00 A.M. on the bid closing date.

12. Interpretations of items in the Specification shall be the responsibility of NEMAH’s Director of Construction, NOT THE OWNER.  The contract for work will be between the owner and the contractor, not NEMAH.

13. The owner reserves the right to reject any or all bids for work to be performed.  Contractor may have their bids rejected or may be declared ineligible to bid on further projects if past performance does not meet the standards of performance identified in the guidelines as determined by NEMAH’s Director of Construction.  Failure to comply with instructions for bidding may be a basis for bid rejections.

14. A sum equal to 10% of the total Contract amount will be withheld for 30 days after final approval of the work.  Note: All payments will be made after approval by the housing board at their regular meetings.
